In a joint statement signed in Luanda by
Foreign Ministers Isidoro Malmierca of Cuba and Paulo Jorge of Angola, the two govern—
ments note that the arrival of Cuban forces in Angolan territory is not related to the
Namibian conflict and responds instead to external threats against the Angolan process.

The document notes that in order to liquidate the Angolan revolutionary movement, the
Yankee imperialists pushed the South African Army against Angola on 14 October 1975. In
less than 20 days, those troops almost reached the capital. It was at this time, the
declaration stresses, that President Agostinho Neto requested the military cooperation
of Cuba. This assistance and the resistance of the Angolan people were able to prevent
South Africa's occupation of Angola and expel its forces from Angolan territory on 27
March 1976.

The Cuban-Angolan statement says that in 1976 and 1979, attempts were made to implement a
gradual reduction of Cuban forces in Angola, but renewed external threats against Luanda
prevented the execution of this plan.

"authoritative reply" for it, it might make some sense. But Angola is not a member of
the "big family." How could TASS also make an "authoritative reply" for it?

Nevertheless, it is not really groundless for TASS to proclaim itself an "authority,"
because in expanding its influence in Africa and in interfering in the internal affairs
of the African countries and stirring up disputes among them, the USSR really deserves
to be called an "authority." Therefore, being a mouthpiece of the USSR, TASS can cer-
tainly make the "authoritative reply" and need not feel ashamed.

held last year, he was expelled from the Central Committee. Pavlov worked as a secretary
of the Moscow Municipal CPSU Committee for several years and is now a member of the Central
Commiitee. Therefore, some people in Japan have thought that the change of the Soviet
Ambassador to Japan demonstrates that the "Soviet Union attaches fairly great importance

to Japan." However, how will the Soviet Union "attach importance" to Japan in the future?

In recent years, when Polyanskiy was the Soviet ambassador to Japan, he was not successful,
even though he did not make mistakes. During his tenure of office, Soviet-Japanese political
and economic relations failed tc develop and encountered a number of obstacles. "Short-
circuits" have occurred from time to time because the Soviet Union has persisted in adopting
an unreasonable attitude toward the Japanese mnorthern territories, whereas Japan resolutely
defends its territorial integrity. Polyanskiy was very often unable to advance any further
arguments to justify himself when he was questioned by the Japanese media.

Now Moscow has decided to send a new ambassador to Tokyo. Some people have said that the
new ambassador is "a big shot who has direct connections with che party Central Committee."
However, even if Pavlov is a high-ranking offirer or a big shot, he will not be able to
solve the problems that Polyanskiy could not settle as long as the Soviet Union refuses

On the other hand, the document reveals that on 10 April, important military actioms by
SWAPO against the South African occupation forces took place in the zone between Grootfon-
tein and Tsumeb, a wining zone in the central north of the territory, and at Rundu, in the
northeast.

The intensity of the offemsive forced the enemy to recognize that the region of Mangeti,
Tsumeb, Grootfontein and Okavango lately has been transformed into an arena of military
clashes in Namibia. The racist administration therefore was obliged to evacuate the colo~
nists from the region, once the army of occupation could no longer guarantee their security.

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The two presidents reaffirmed their active support for the Namibian people's legitimate
right to self-determination and expressed the hope of seeing the efforts made by the front-
line states and the contact group lead to Namibia's independence as soon as possible,
according to UN Security Council Resolution 435.

Views were exchanged on the vast development potential and the efforts made within
the framework of tl.e South African Development Conference and the value of this initiative
for greater progress and economic independence of countries of the region.

The two presidents thoroughly examined the situation in East Timor where Indonesia continues
its illegal occupation. They called for the withdrawal of Indonesian forces from the
Maubere territoxry and reaffirmed the need for the international commmity to guarantee

the East Timor peoples' legitimate right to self-determination according to the relevant

UN resolutioms.

At the end of their deliberations, the two heads of state expressed satisfaction over the
high spirit of friendship and understanding, in which contacts between the two delegations
took place, and agreed to intensify consultations on matters of common interest.

Thus, at the end of these official talks, a special cooperation agreement was signed in
tourism and hotel industry and the final document on talks between Angolan and

Portuguese Government delegations also was signed.

Finally, President Ramalho Eanes officially invited President Jose Eduardo dos Santos
to visit Portugal and the invitation was accepted with pleasure.

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Above all, it will not be resolved until the situation in the north, the Angolan civil war,
and the Cuban presence which sustains it, is dealt with. That means, as Dr Crocker has
indicated, that the Cubans there will have to be withdrawn, either before or during the
final preparations for South-West Africa's independence. Left to itself, Angola's civil

war is going to carry on indefinitely, and the only change that may be expected in the Cuban
presence there is an increase in its strength. Western governments involved in a settlement
initiative have no alternative now but to face up to the reality of SWAPO's role and backing.

SWAPO will not be forced to the negotiating table to discuss fair and democratic proposals
while it has the option of pursuing power through terrorist intimidation. That option is
made available to it by aMarxist Angolan Government controlled by Soviet proxy troops. The
Western contact group is back where it started in 1977. Inclusion of SWAPO in a negotiated
settlement on South-West Africa requires removal of the Cuban factor behind it. That can
no longer be ignored.

DEATH SENTENCES OF THREE ANC MEMBERS COMMUTED

treason in the Soekmekaar terrorist trial have had their sentences commuted. The three men,
now serving life sentences, are Mcinbithi Johnson Lubisi, Naphiali Manana and Petrus Tsebu
Mashigo. They were sentenced to death in November 1980 in the Pretoria supreme court on
charges of high treason, attempted murder, robbery and for being members of the banned African
National Congress.

HIJACK DEFENDANT COMMENTS ON U.S. SUPPORT

[Text] In Pietermaritzburg, the youngest of the 43 accused in the Air India hijack trial,

a 22-year-old Zimbabwe citizen, Mr David Greenhall, told the supreme court this morning that
he had made a mistake in his statement to the police about alleged American support for the
coup attempt in the Seychelles. In the statement, he claimed that Col Mike Hoare had told a
planning committee that President Reagan and General Haig supported the planned coup. However,
the colonel had said in fact that President Reagan and General Haig were aware of the plans
and had promised that the United States would recognize the new government within 24 hours

of the coup.
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The chief of the SADF, General Constamnd Viljoen, said this could be attributed mainly
to ome incident -- seven soldiers were killed when their Ratel armoured personnel carrier
was blasted by an RPG-7 rocket.

However, defence chiefs are adamant that "terrorists" cannot hope to score any major
military successes over the SADF. The South African Army has been moving with the times
and has been greatly modernised in many areas in recent years, with its equipment now
including the Ratel and Saracen armoured personnel carriers as well as home-grown weapons
systems. But the full extent of the army's modernisation programme is kept secret.

But earlier this vear the army lifted the covers off its super weapon —- the massive G5
artillery piece said to be superior to any other 155 mm cannon in the world. So the army's
conventional warfare ability has been enhanced further by the Armscor production of the

G5 and other rocket artillery systems.

On the counter—insurgency side, South Africa's military chiefs are looking to the proposed
area defence scheme to provide a new style of defence.

The new call-up legislation is expected to make available an extra 800,000 men for the
SADF. General Viljoen said it would not be possible to defend all rural areas with
regular forces. Imstead it was envisaged that local populations would be involved in a
blanket defence of their own areas, backed up by regular ferces. He told THE STAR that
this system would be introduced only in areas where required.

UK EMBASSY DENIES ARMS SALES TO ANC, SWAPO

In its resolution dismissing Mr Pacavira, the party Central Committee spoke of "serious
food deficiencies" and "grave errors, including deviations from the party's farm policies
and use of unsuitable methods™ which had led to agricultural "stagnation."”

A "public rebuke” was also given by the party Central Committee to Health Minister Mendes
de Carvalho for "lack of respect for the head of state during a speech,” the radio said.

MAURTTIANS OFFERED "MORE RADICAL' PROGRAM

[Text] A two-party coalition consisting of the Mauritian Militant Movement (MMM) and the
Mauritian Socialist Party [as published] has come to power &3 a result of the parliamentary
elections in Mauritius, the island state in the western Indian Ocean. They gained 60 of
the 62 seats in the commtry's Legislative Assewbly. The Labor Party, which had ruled
Mauritius unchanged since the Prociamation of independence in 1968, failed to return even
one of its candidates to parliament.

Local political observers explain this crushing Labor defeat Primarily by the party's
inability to resolve the country's socioeconomic problems, chief among which is unemployment.
At present, one in five able-bodied Mauritians is unemployed. The voting was also influenced
by such factors as inflation, the rise in prices for primary necessities and the general
decline in living standards of the island's 950,000 population.

At the Legislative Assembly's first session, the new Mauritian Govermment, headed by MMM
President Aneerood Jugnauth delivered a policy statement. In particular it envisages
changing the constitution and declaring a republic in Mauritius where the British queen is
still formally head of state. It is plarned to nationalize certain private enterprises,
to take a number of measures to provide employment, to enhance the trade unions' role in
political and economic life and to democratize the education and health systems. In the
foreign policy sphere, the new government declared its adherence to the principles of the
United Natioas, the OAU and the Nonaligned Movement. It confirmed Mauritian sovereignty
over the Chagos Archipelago, snatched from it by Britain, including Diego Garcia Island
(turned by the United States into a naval and air base), and advocated the Indian Ocean's
transformation into a peace zone.

Thus, both in domestic and foreign policy the coalition that has come to power occupies a
more radical position in comparison with the Labor Party. The leftward shift in the dis~
position of politrical forces on the island is causing unease in Washington — and not just
because Mauritius, like all the Indian Ocean countries, is declared a "sphere of U.S. vital
interest,"” but also because the Mauritian elections reflected the hopes and aspirations of
the peoples of this region's former colonial and dependent states, their desire for peace,
democracy and social progress and their increasing resolve to be masters of their own homes.

[Text] Capitalist press agencies recently published information that had appeared in
the WALL STREET JOURNAL stating that approximately 2,000 Angolan students in Cuba on
scaolarships were expelled for causing disorders at secondary education schools on the
Isle of Youth.

The false information published by the WALL STREET JOURNAL is part of the hysterical
campaign launched by Washington and Pretoria against Cuba and Angola. This hysterical
campaign is due to the constant failure of imperialism's policy toward the African
southern cone. It also has to do with the firm statements made by the Havana and

Luanda governments on the presence of our country's internationalist combatants in
Angolan territory. This position, which was reiterated in a document signed in February,
states that our country's troops will gradually withdraw from Angola when the South
African soldiers stationed in Namibia have withdrawn and the danger of aggression by
Pretoria against Angola has disappeared.

What is the truth? Cuba has placed more than 50 secondary education schools at the
disposal of Angola and other underdeveloped countries and liberation movements.

The victory of the Popular Movement for the Liberation of Angola (MPLA) disorganized
the U.S. administration's cards. But it learned nothing from this. The CIA and
American hawks incited South Africa to intervene and attempted to use the racists and
mercenaries to stifle the Angolan revolution.

The consignment of American weapons were followed to Angola by flocks of "wild geese" —-
mercenaries. Together with the South African interventionists they pushed toward Luanda,
leaving behind them carnage and hundreds of killed civilians. But they did not manage

to strangle the young state created by the Angolan people under the leadership of their
revolutionary vanguard, the MPLA. At a critical time for the fate of the young African
republic its government turned to the Cuban internationalists for assistance in accordance
with Article 51 of the UN Charter. And they helped to thwart the intervention against
the PRA and rout the Angolan revolution's enemies.

The imperialist aggressors' defeat did not result in a revision of the overseas

politicians' bankrupt course. Gambling on the South African racists and Angolan
counterrevolutionary groupings, they are very persistently continuing subversive
activity against Angola, activity which has not ceased for one second.

Pretoria's armed actions against the PRA and the large-scale aggression unleashed

against it in recent days necessitate the continuation of the limited contingent of Cuban
troops on Angolan territory. Its task is to help the republic's armed forces in defending
it against internal and external enemies. The Cuban servicemen are honorably fulfilling
their international duty.

In Luanda recently, areasonable question was put to U.S. President Reagan's special envoy,
General V. Walters. He was asked, in particular, on what ground official U.S. represen-
tatives make the withdrawal of Cuban troops from the PRA an immutable condition for
solving the Namibia problem. For it is common knowledge that Cuban troops have never
invaded Namibia nor threatened its people; indeed they are stationed a considerable
distance away from the Angolan~Namibian border. Moreover, as the joint Angolan-Cuban
statement of 4 February this year solemnly states, the question of the withdrawal of

the Cuban internationalists will be examined after South Africa’s punitive army

leaves Namibia and peace and tranquillity reign in Angola.

Everything would seem to be extremely clear. However, the Western press continues to
persistently cite U.S. and South African statements that it is precisely the Cubans'
withdrawal from Angola that will "open the way to freedom in Namibia.'" In fueling the
problem of the "Cuban military presence" in Angola, the West deliberately conceals the
multifaceted and comprehensive nature of Angolan-Cuban cooperation, whose development has
never been purely military. Speaking at the First MPLA Congress in 1977, A. Neto, the
PRA's first president, said the following on this-score:

"Economic and technical cooperation between Angola and Cuba began to develop immediately
after the end of the second liberation war, when hundreds of Cuban civilian specialists
who came to Angola together with the military units in response to an appeal from the PLA
and the PRA Government embarked with Angolans on resolving the difficult task of restoring
the national economy, which had suffered seriously from the war. Together with other
comrades from socialist countries they partially compensated for the shortage of technical
cadres caused by the mass exodus of Portuguese specialists and skilled workers." Under
agreements signed between the two countries, Cuba is rendering a great deal of inter-
nationalist aid in restoring the PRA national economy -- aid rendered, moreover, on
beneficial terms and often gratis. Approximately 1,000 Cuban doctors and medical
personnel work in PRA hospitals and clinics and more than 1,000 Cuban construction
workers began to build 100 20-apartment blocks in Luanda in 1978.

GRANMA EDITORIAL ON SYMMS AMENDMENT CITED

of a GRANMA editorial published on the front page of today's edition, of which we offer
some excerpts. The fact that good sense and realism should be today, more than ever
before, the fundamental principles on which international political decisions are based
is not argued by honest and sane persons in the world. In modern times, characterized
by an explosive situation, derived from the focuses of conflict created by reactionary
circles in various parts of the world and from the uncontrolled arms race by imperialism,
which aggravates still further the profound capitalist economic crisis criminally
transferred to the underdeveloped countries, the stupidity and mistakes of officials or
men linked to the actions of governments usually tend to be very dangerous because man-
kind could pay very dearly for them.

With the
increase of the threat of a new aggressive adventure against our country, is it possible
that our situation might change? Absolutely not. The crude and threatening language
of the imperialists could find an ear in those who have no fatherland, dignity or
courage to defend a cause.

negotiating Namibian independence.

"Our borders are presently violated every day, there is a large concentration of troops on
the Namibian border and the South Africans can at any time launch new widespread military
operations against our country," the Angolan leader said.

Mr. dos Santos then turned to the "puppet gangs" of the South African-backed guerrilla
movement UNITA, which last week claimed to control southern and central Angola up to well
beyond Huambo. He said that UNITA guerrillas was [as received] finding it more difficult
to arouse sympathy for their "criminal activities” and for their propaganda according to
which "Angola is not an independent country but a country colonised by the Cubans and
Soviets."

The Angolan president concluded that power in Angola is "exclusively in the hands of
Angolans, and there is no Cuban or Soviet colonialism."”

In this connection, the president referred to several tactics at which racist South Africa
and its Western allies arrived during negotiations, such as the joint electoral system of
one man, two votes, instead of the usual one man, one vote system. Now that they no longer
have any argument, President Jose Eduardo dos Santos pointed out, they decided to meddle

in Angola's internal affairs by talking of Cuban troops in Angola. The presence of Cuban
troops in Angola, he stressed, is legal as this is in line with Article 51 of the UN Charter,
which enables its members to call on friendly countries in case of aggression.

The president of the MPLA~Labor Party also pointed out that the internationalist Cubans
have not come to permanently stay in Angola. When South African aggression against Angola
stops, the Cuban troop contingent will be reduced. He also stressed that a joint declara-
tion between the Angolan and Cuban Governments had been signed last February in Luanda.
The declaration stipulates the length of time the troops can remain in Angola. We do not
want to create a vacuum in the defense of our territory, Jose Eduardo dos Santos said.

He concluded: "I think our stand, which is just, will be understood by our people and by
the international community."

Mr. dos Santos, in a speech broadcast on radio, said that during periods when "armed South
African aggressions” have been temporarily halted, "the Cuban and Angolan Governments have
already proceeded to reduce” the number of Cuban troops in Angola, "which proves that we
are acting constructively."

South Africa is insisting that any agreement on Namibian independence must be preceded by
the withdrawal of the estimated 15,000~20,000 Cuban troops in Angola, and the United
States has been exerting fresh diplomatic pressure to persuade black African states that
this is the only way to achieve a lasting settlement for Namibia.
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The minister also expressed the opinion that the member countries of the contdct group
(the United States, France, Great Eritain; West Germany and Canada) seem. to be. more -
"sensitive to the American obsessicn concerning the question of the pPresence of Cuban
troops than to the illegality of the Presence of South African troops" in Angola.

"We would have 1iked to share the optimism of the contact group countries concerning
Namibia," he said, "but we have nothing concrete up to the present. The electoral
system has not yet been defined, tha cease-fire is not yet in force and the composition
of the UN force is not yet known."

‘In reply to a question on the possible normalization of diplomatic relations between
China and Angola, the minister said: "We are ready to establish the necessary contacts
for the normalization of relations with Beijing. However, the positions must be clear
because during the armed struggle, relations between the ruling MPLA-Labor Party and
the Chinese authorities were not always excellent, especially as far as ideological
pProblems between China and other socialist countries were concerned."

Our wish now is that Namibia also become independent. TFor this reason, we have been giving
our support to the struggle of that territory, waged by SWAPO. The South African racists,
with the (?tacit) support of some Western countries, are carrying out maneuvers to retard
the implementation of the UN resolutions on Namibia's independence. 1In 1978, they were
saying that Namibia would be independent if the port of Walvis Bay, which is in fact a
military base inside Namibian territory, continued to be a South African enclave after the
proclamation of Namibia's independence. A UN resolution was then approved on this matter.
As a result, the process of negotiations was once again blocked because South Africa did
not want to recognize that SWAPO had guerrillas inside Namibian territory. In 1979, the
negotiations were resumed after breaking the impasse in which they had fallen as a result
of a proposal by the late President Agostinho Neto on the creation of a demilitarized zone
on the border with Namibia. When this was said and done, the South Africans brought forth
the so-called problem of UN partiality because, they said, the United Nations only recog-
nized SWAPO and not the so-called internal parties in Namibia. This deadlock was overcome.

After this, the South African racists brought in the mixed electoral system. This is the
one-man-two-votes system, when the universal system applied in all countries is based on
the principle of one-man-one-vote.

Now, when there are no more logical arguments to retard the independence of Namibia, South
Africa with the support of the United States and other countries of the contact group
decided to interfere openly in the internal affairs of Angola. They now use the presence
of Cuban internationalist forces which are in Angola at the request of a sovereign govern—
ment in accordance with Article 51 of the UN Charter on the legitimate defense of member
countries that have been attacked or invaded. They say that the presence of foreign troops
in southern Africa constitutes a threat and, for this reason, they should be withdrawn.

[Text] Bissau, 24 Sep (ANGOP) -~ In his statement at the summit of the heads of state
of the African Portuguese—speaking countries, held in Praia on 21 and 22 September 1982,
Angolan Minister of Foreign Affairs Paulo Jorge once more reaffirmed Angola's stand not
to accede to U.S. pressure on the withdrawal of the Cuban internationalist troops from
Angolan territory.

On that occasion, Paulo Jorge vigorously rejected Washington's demand for the withdrawal
of the Cuban internationalists from Angola as being a sine qua non condition for the

realtions between Angola and the United States.

In that connection, he added, "it is precisely the obstinacy of the North American
administration, which persists in its attempts to intimidate the People's Republic of
Angola, which remains the obstacle to resolving the Namibian problem in conformity with
resolution 435 of the UN Security Council."

In conclusion, the Angolan Minister of Foreign Affairs accused the United States of meddling
in the internal affairs of independent Africa in order to undermine its unity. Washington,
he continued, hindered the convening in Tripoli (Libya) of the 0AU summit, which was due

to meet there last August.

Wisner Expected for Talks

[Text) Luanda, 25 Sep (ANGOP) -- Frank Wisner, the U.S. deputy assistant secretary for
African affairs, is expected this morning in Luanda, where he will hold new discussions
with Angolan authorities on the future of Namibia.

Informed sources disclosed that Frank Wisner will hold talks with Angolan Foreign Affairs
Minister Paulo Jorge, and eventually with top-ranking officials at the Presidency.

It is hoped that the American delegation will also make proposals on the resolution of
the Namibian problem which is currently in a deadlock due to maneuvers by the South
African regime.

Observers feel that Frank Wisner's trip, which was Proposed by the U.S. State Department,
may be a failure if he raises the question of the presence of the Cuban troops in Angola.

The discussion of this issue would be out of context because the Angolan authorities
have already rejected all attempts to link the presence of the Cuban troops with the
decolonization of Namibia which is based on UN Security Council Resolution 435/78.

The U.S. delegation may also link the withdrawal of the Cuban troops with an eventual
normalization of diplomatic relations with Angola -- a condition which has also been
rejected because it constitutes interference in Angola's internal affairs.

Frank Wisner is coming from Paris where SWAPO President Sam Nujoma -- who on Thursday
criticized the linkage of the Namibian issue with the withdrawal of the Cuban troops
from Angola ~- is currently visiting.

Earlier, President Jose Eduardo dos Santos described the American "linkage" policy
seeking the prior withdrawal of the Cuban soldiers as an absurd and baseless idea.

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In addition to that series of conditions, there are reproaches addressed to the United
States, the only Western negotiator, Angolan Ambassador de Almeida said, to be "obsessed
by the Cuban problem," and which still "links Cuban withdrawal (from Angola) with the
Namibian independence process."” Nonetheless, for the first time Luanda is recognizing

the reality and parallel nature of the dual negotiations launched by the Reagan adminis-
tration: While the broad outlines of a Namibian settlement have been achieved -- as
[External Relations Minister Claude] Cheysson recalled in Dar es Salaam last weekend, when
he stated that the "contact group" (United States, France, FRG, Canada and Britain) had
accomplished its task, the implementation of that plan was stumbling and possibly still

is stumbling against the discussions opened at the same time between Washington and Luanda
on the Cuban military presence in Angola.

It was in vain that Mr de Almeida again denied the link between the two. He nonetheless
repeated that if there is a Namibian settlement, Cuba and Angola will analyze "the
resumption of the implementation of the program for the gradual withdrawal of the Cuban
forces in a period of time decided by the two governments.”

Whatever happens, any optimism must be tempered by the scope of the task still awaiting
the negotiators in guaranteeing that the Angolan Government will not be defenseless the
day its Cuban allies announce their withdrawal. 1In that regard, France probably has a
"guarantor's" role to play. Indeed, the fears of a regime weakened by years of war and
which inherited a bankrupt economy cannot be underestimated.

Since there is every reason to think that Mr de Almeida spoke with his government's
agreement, the fact remains that Angola has just, in a way, made its entry into the American
negotiations. The extreme caution of the initial South African reactions -~ Pretoria ini~
tially refused to make any official comment on the Angolan "gesture" -- moreover suggests
that in so doing, Luanda has placed the ball in the South African court. The Angolan
"gesture" could b : epoch-making.

LE MONDE COMMENTS ON FRENCH-AFRICAN SUMMIT

[Text] Judging from the warmth of the welcome, Mr Mitterrand's second African tour has
been as unsurprisingly successful as the first tour he made in May. The Kinshasa French-
African summit even provided the nead ot state with an opportunity for "fruitful”
exchanges with a large number of leaders, including Mr Hissein Habre, whose authority
Paris no longer disputes. However, one cannot help wondering about the scope of the
message which France delivers to its black African partners on the occasion of such
visits, which are so rich in folklore and demonstrations of friendship.

First, in these times of economic difficulties, the fight against terrorism, the massacres
in Lebanon or the suppression of freedom in Poland, it is not very surprising that the
French public shows no passionate interest in the very serious questions posed, as the
Kinshasa final communique stresses, by 'the thorny problems of the constant deterioration
in trade terms" for states which are victims of "the deterioration in the international
economic situation." The French merely paid routine attention to that.

Mr Mitterrand probably took care to remind the Africans that France's aid was "a useful,
sometimes, necessary contribution, but merely complements talent for work and the gift of
imagination." Despite that explanation, France's African partners nonetheless seem

[Text] The Cuban presence in Angola is not only military, in that African country we can
see Cuban teachers teaching, doctors saving lives, nurses curing the sick and workers
building homes and roads. Other socioeconomic sectors also benefit from Cuban cooperation
based on bilateral agreements and a friendship that goes back to the early years of the
struggle for independence that the Popular Movement for the Liberation of Angola carried
out against Portuguese colonialism.

However, the Western reactionary press, mostly echoing Washington, is only interested in
pointing out the presence of Cuban troops and demanding their immediate withdrawal.

It is no secret that Cuban troops are in Angola because of sovereign agreements signed by
both parties. As we have said, in Angola there are other Cuban helpers who don't carry
weapons or occupy the sandy trenches of the south or the north. But the international
bourgeois press, in their broad campaign directed at events in southern Africa, don't
mention or pay attention to them.

This force is made up of approximately 2,000 people. They teach children in the class-
rooms. They are young teachers who have not yet reached their 20th birthday and who have
left their homes and comforts to form the contingent named after Ernesto Che Guevara, in
this way reliving the times when the heroic guerrilla visited those lands.

In the hospitals we can see other helpers who do not dress in olive green, but of course
the capitalist press does not mention them. Each of these men and women wear a white coat,
and in their hand they carry a scalpel. They are the young Cuban doctors of today, who in
practicing their profession give up hours of sleep to save lives. They are doctors, nurses
and health technicians. 1In 5 years of cooperation they have attended to more than 10
million outpatient calls, assisted in approximately 120,000 deliveries and performed more
than 130,000 surgical operations. Fora country like Angola where the average life span is
25 years, the presence of Cuban doctors has been one of the most significant efforts made
by the two countries to alleviate the hardships inherited from colonialism.

For the Angolan people the Cuban doctor is an example. Many interviews have been made
with their patients, and they all agreed that the Cuban doctors do not rest, that they work
hard and that the doctors and nurses are their brothers and sisters.

The reporters of the capitalist press could verify this very easily.

There are other Cuban helpers in Angola whom the capitalist press has never mentioned.
These are the men and women who go from province to province, tools in hand, often risk-
ing their lives, to build homes, build roads, repair bridges or work on projects for
drinking water for the people.

[Text] [Announcer] The Communists and the Chilean people have learned that the
political struggle of the masses is not enough, that it is not enough to establish a
democratic government. We learned that it is also necessary to defend it. We have
arrived at the conclusion that to be able to oust Pinochet we must undertake an armed
struggle in addition to undertaking a political struggle.

This is a statement issued by (Salomon), one of the PCCH [Chilean Communist Party]
leaders who took part in a roundtable that was recently held in Chile and that will be
brought to you in full. Our celleague Jose Manuel Garcia will be reading the questions
on the present concerns that many sectors share about PCCH policies while the answers
of PCCH leader (Salomon) and (Juan) will be read by our colleagues Jose Miguel Varas
and Rolando Carrzsco.

[First speaker] I would like to note that terrorism is inherent to fascism. Can there
be worse terrorism than there is under the Pinochet regime? Fascism has been in force
in Chile with fire and blood. More than 500 were assassinated during the first days
of the coup and the (Mapuche) was filled with corpses. The whole world knew
about the [words indistinct] case, the Lonquen case; the assassinations abroad of
General Pratt, of Le* .ier; etc. Fascism constantly resorts to violence, brutality and
terrorism to keep i..elf in power. Therefore, when we Communists demand the right of
the people to rebel we are rzrely demanding that the people exzrcise their legitimate
right of answering violence with violence,

However, this does not mean thut violence will be turned against the people but against
the minority groups that have oppressed and exploited the people for so many years.

[Second speaker] There are those who say that Communists started to talk about violence
but later decided against it and returned to their traditional position of mass struggle.
How does the PCCH react to this statement?

[Third speaker] I would say that it is the other way around. The Communists have

never discarded the mass struggle. We have never done this and this must be clearly
understood. The masses can resort to either political struggle or armed struggle,
neither of which excludes violence. The degree of violence employed depends on the
regime that is being confronted. Undoubtedly, it is different to develop a mass struggle
under a democratic regime, like those existimg prior to 1973, than to do so under a
fascist regime,

It said: ""the response by Mozambican border guard, supported by local militia units,
forced the enemy to withdraw."

South African Foreign Minister Pik Botha said last Friday that South African forces
would undertake "follow-up operations, with resulting serious implications for the
people of the region," if nationalist guerrillas continued to cross the border from
Mozmabique into South Africa.

The Napulangwene area, between the Incomati and Limpopo Rivers has been the scene of several
attacks by South African-backed Mozambican anti-government rebels, who have staged
attacks on villages, shops and transport links in several parts of Mozambique.
